The annual fall testing period has arrived.  If you wish to refer a student for testing, please complete the attached form and forward it to:  Chris Standring, Gifted Education Director, Amanda Arthur, Gifted Intervention Specialist or Dale Casper, Gifted Intervention Specialist by October 15th.  Please include the child’s home address.  Make additional copies of the referral form as needed.

GUIDELINES

When referring a student for gifted testing, please first check to see if past achievement and past test scores support a referral.  Neither straight A’s nor placement in an advanced academic grouping necessarily indicates giftedness.  Such students may be working to capacity.  The question to ask is, “Does the student demonstrate superior mental processing abilities?”

Characteristics of students identified as gifted may include:

· keen sense of humor, wit, and playful with words;

· reasoning and insightful questions;

· persistent questioning;

· grasps new ideas quickly;

· excellent problem solving abilities;

· ability to stay on task commitment/”stick-to-it-ness;”

· creativity; and/or
· independent above-grade level reading, writing, strong vocabulary.

As a guide, review the student’s cumulative file folder for information to support placement.  Such documents may be:

· Ohio Achievement scores at the top end of the advanced range;

· Guided Reading levels at least two years above normal range;

· Developmental Reading Assessment (DRA) scores above grade level; and

· National, norm-referenced tests (NRT) such as, the Iowa Test of Basic Skills (ITBS), California Achievement Test (CAT), and the Stanford Achievement Test (SAT).

A cautionary note:  The STAR Reading Assessment should only be used to support other data.  
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
